3. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.

4. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box.
    Fasten the joined wires as in step 4.

5. Using the flat screws, loosely fasten the fixture to the mounting plate.
               Rotate and align the canopy as necessary .Tighten the flat screws.

6. Place the glass using the special tool supplied (See figure-1).
