FIXTURE PREPARATION
1. Remove the fixture, glass 
    parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

      NOTICE:
      Before discarding the carton, 
      double check to make certain 
      that all parts are found.

           2. Tape the end of the leads to a stiff wire
     (coat hanger) to aid in pulling them through 

                the stems. Place the canopy onto the stem. 
                Assemble the top sttem section, fixture stem 
               and swivel. Place the swivel blocker over the
               nipple of the canopy and thread the hex nuts onto 
               them.

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3.  Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare 
    copper wire in the outlet box or the green 
    screw on the heavy duty strap.

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box. 
    Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). 
    Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
    with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.

5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box.
    Fasten the joined wires as in step 4.

6. Using the ball nuts, loosely fasten the fixture to the heavy duty strap.
               Rotate and align the canopy as necessary .Tighten the ball nuts.

7. Place the glass diffuser into the place. See figure-2

8. Install the lamps (lighting bulbs). NOTE: 
               This fixture is rated for 4 watts G9 Bulb.
