8. Insert the LED Drivers unto the studs of canopy and secure it by tightening the hex nut

9. For DC Wire Connection:
Connect the coaxial cables unto their respective LED Drivers (See Wiring Diagram)
Fasten the white wire of coaxial cable unto the red wire of the LED Driver.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about
1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that
the connections seals the end of the fastener. (See Figure-05)

10. Connect the braided wire of coaxial cable to the black wire of LED Driver.
Fasten the joined wires as in step 8.

Both LED Driver's white lead are fasten to the white wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting
about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape
so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.

12. Both LED Driver's black lead are connected to the black wire
in the outlet box.
