3. Strip the coaxial cable about 2", exposing 2 wires (braided wire & white wire).

(See Figure-02)

4. Separate the two wires and tangle the braided wire. (See Figure-03)
5. Strip the White Wire by 1/2" as well as to the Braided Wire. (See Figure-04)

6. Insert the LED Drivers unto the studs on the inside face of canopy and secure

it by tightening the hex nut.

7. For DC Wire Connection:

Connect the coaxial cable to the LED Driver (See Figure -05)

Fasten the white wire of coaxial cable unto the red wire of the LED Driver.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about
1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that

the connections seals the end of the fastener.

11. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box or
the green screw on the heavy duty strap.

12. Attach the fixture to the mounting threaded studs on modified heavy duty zinc plated strap.
Secure the canopy with barrel nuts. (See Figure-06)

13. To level the fixture or change the drop height based on your desire height, push the tab down on the grip lock either pull or push the

aircraft cable. Repeat this to all aircraft and coaxial cable until the fixture is level and with the desired height.
14. Insert the frosted glass flower to stems labeled with frosted and lock them using the resin ball. (See Figure -07)
15. Insert the bubbles glass flower to stems labeled with bubbles and lock them using the resin ball. (See Figure -07)
16. Insert the clear glass flower to the unlabeled stems and lock them using the resin ball. (See Figure -07)
17. Restore power to the circuit breaker or fuse box.
