« To avoid possible electrical shock, before installing light fixtures,
disconnect the power by turning off the circuit breakers both to
the outlet box and to its associated wall switch location. If you
cannot lock the circuit breakers in the off position, securely fasten a
prominent warning device, such as a tag, to the service panel.

« Connect house wiring to the fan before attaching the light fixture to
the fan.

« All wiring must be in accordance with national and local electrical
codes and ANSI/NFPA 70. If you are unfamiliar with wiring, use a
qualified electrician.

Your Sinter® light kit can be installed in one of three
ways. The steps in this manual include instructions for
all three installation methods: Installation on fans with
removeable switch housings, fans with non-removeable
switch housings, and The Hunter Original.

Preparing the Light Kit:

1. Disconnect power by turning off the circuit breakers
both to the outlet box and to its associated wall switch
location.

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1 - Installing the Light Kit on Fans With Removable Switch Housings

Unscrew the three screws from the upper switch housing. Disconnect
the 9-pin plug connectors. Remove the lower switch housing.

Push the plug button from inside the lower switch housing to remove
the plug button and switch housing cap.

NOTE: Save the plug button and switch housing cap should you
choose to remove the light fixture in the future.

Ensure the gasket is in place on the light kit mounting plate. Feed the
two wires from the light kit up through the center hole in the gasket
and the lower switch housing.

Align the keyholes of the light kit and the holes in the gasket and the
screw holes of the lower switch housing.

Install the nut and washer onto the threaded rod from the light kit to
secure the lower switch housing.

Finish attaching the light kit to the lower switch housing using the
two attachment screws removed from the lower switch housing

and the lock washers on the red tag. Partially install the screws into
the light kit and the housing. Rotate the housing counterclockwise
until the screws are locked into the narrow ends of the keyhole

slots. Securely tighten the two screws. The gasket should now be
sandwiched securely between the light kit assembly and the switch
housing assembly.

Align the large
ends of the keyholes in the light kit with the screw holes in the switch
housing cover. The gasket should now be sandwiched securely between
the light kit mounting plate and the switch housing cover. Install the nut
and washer onto the threaded rod from the light kit to secure the switch
housing cover.

Finish attaching the light kit to the switch housing cover using the two
attachment screws removed from the lower switch housing and the lock
washers on the red tag. Partially install the screws into the light kit and
the housing. Rotate the housing counterclockwise until the screws are
locked into the narrow ends of the keyhole slots. Securely tighten the two
screws.
