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1 SAFETY RULES

1. Before you begin installing the fan, shut power off the circuit breaker of the fuse box.
2.Be cautious! Read all instructions and safety information before installing your new fan. Review accompanying assembly diagrams.

3. Make sure that all electrical connections comply with local codes, ordinance, or National Electrical Codes. Hire a qualified electrician or
consult a do-it-your self wiring handbook if you are unfamiliar with installing electrical wiring.
4. Make sure the installation site you choose allows the fan blades to rotate without any obstructions. Allow a minimum clearance of 7 feet
from the floorand 18 inches from the top of the blades to the wall.
5.1f you are mounting the fan to a ceiling fan outlet box, use a U.L Listed metal octagonal outlet box marked"Acceptable For Fan Support’.
Secure the box directly to the building structure. The outlet box and its support must be able to support the moving weight of the fan (at
least 50 pounds). Do not use a plastic box.
6. Caution: To reduce the risk of injury use only the screws provided with the outlet box in conjunction with the lock washers provided with
the fan.
7.1f you are mounting the fan to a joist, make sure it is able to support the moving weight of the fan (at least 50 pounds).
8. After you install the fan, make sure that all mounting components are secured to prevent the fan from falling.

9. Do not insert anything into the fan blades while the fan is operating. SUITABLE FOR USEIN
10. Turn the fan off and wait for the blades to stop completely before performing any maintenance or cleaning. WET LOCATIONS

4 BLADE INSTALLATION

Align the 3 holes from the blade to the fan motor.
Secure blade with 3 blade screws and 3 rubber washers provided. Follow the same
process for the remaining two blades. (Fig. 5)

All blade sets are grouped together by weight.

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the steps below to hang your
fan properly:

Step 1.Secure the hanger bracket to the ceiling outlet box using screws
and washers included with mounting hardware.(Fig.6)

Stpe 2.Lossen the two set screws and remove the hitch pin and lock pin
from the top coupling of the motor assembly.(Fig 7)

Step 3.Remove hanger ball from downrod assembly by loosening set
screw,removing the cross pin, and sliding ball off rod.(Fig 8)

Step 4.Carefully feed fan wires up through the downrod (Fig 9).
Thread the rod into the coupling, next line up holes and replace lock
pin and hitch pin. Tighten set screws.

Step5.Slip coupling cover, canopy cover, and canopy onto downrod
(Fig.10).Carefully reinstall hanger ball onto rod being sure that cross
pinisin the correct position, set screws are tighten and wires are
not twisted. Carefully feed fan wires the holes in the rubber cap.

Step 6. Now lift motor assembly into position and place hanger ball

into hanger bracket. Rotate until the check groove has dropped into
the registration slot and seats firmly.(Fig 11)Rod should not rotate if
this is done correctly.
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Follow the steps below to connect the fan to your house supply wires.
Use the wire nuts supplied with your fan. Secure the wire nuts by wrapping
the connection with electrical tape.

Step 1. Disconnect the power and remove the existing wall plate and switch
from the wall junction box.

Step 2. Set knobs on the wall control in the "—" position.

Step 3. Make wire connections (Fig. 12) and secure with wire nuts supplied.
Black wire from fan to black wire from wall control.
Black wire from wall control to black wire from the A/C supply source.
White wire from fan to white wire from the A/C supply source.
Connect the fan ground wire (green) to the household ground wire.

If your outlet box has a ground wire (green or bare copper) connect the wall

control’'s ground wire to it; otherwise connect the wall control's ground
wire directly to one of the screws from the outlet box.

Step 1. Tuck connections neatly into ceiling outlet box.

Step 3. Align the canopy up to ceilingand over the loose screw. Place the canopy into
key hole and rotate canopy clockwise. (Figure 14)

Step 4. Secure the canopy by use previous removed screw.

Step5.Place the canopy cover to the canopy and rotate canopy cover clockwise until
itis locked into right position. (Figure 14)

Restore power to ceiling fan and test for proper operation.
The fan 4-speed control is used to set the fan speed as follows:

—=Turns the fan off

1= High Speed

2= Medium High Speed

3=Medium Speed

4=Low Speed

Speed settings for warm or cool weather depend on factors such as the room size. Ceiling
height, number of fans, etc.

The Reverse switch is located on the coupling. (Fig 15) Slide the switch to the left for
warm weather operation. Slide the switch to the right for cool weather operation.

NOTE: Wait for fan to stop before changing the setting of the slide switch.

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Warm Weather(forward)

ADOWNWARD airflow creates acooling effect as shown
in Figure 16. This allows you to set your air conditioneron a
warmer setting without affecting your comfort.

Cool Weather(Reverse)

An UPWARD airflow moves warmer air off the ceiling

the transmitting unit for proper signal transmission between the
transmitting unit and the fan's receiving unit.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Fan Sounds Noisy

e Allow a 24 - hour " break in" period. Most noises associated
with a new fan will go away during this time.

e Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade holder to the
motor hub is tight.

e Make sure outlet box is secured to building structure, if
necessary use the wood screws provided to further secure
outlet box to joist.

e Make sure hanger bracket is secure to the outlet box,screws are
tight.
