PREPARING FOR INSTALLATION (Fig. 1)

1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit breaker box and remove the old Fig. 1
fixture including the mounting hardware.

4. Place washer (O) over all thread (M) and tighten with nut (P).

6. Connect electrical wires while supporting the lantern with wire connectors M E‘*‘Q
(B). If your post (A) (not supplied) has a ground wire (green or bare
copper), connect the fixture ground wire to it. If not, consult your OH §
electrician for proper grounding. After wires are connected, tuck them e
carefully inside the base cup (D). P )’{
7. Align base cup (D) with post (A) and secure with mounting screws (C).

8. Install (4) four candelabra base bulbs (I) up to 60 Watts, or CFL or LED
equivalent (not included), in accordance with the fixture specification. (DO \Q Q Q Q
